On the base, an inscription
bearing the date 1760. On top, a ribbon coiled with the motto: 'SA DROITURE LE SOUTINT'.

Beautiful clear engraving, originally in a seal converted into a ring (the frame is contemporary with the
stone, while the rod was added later).
